Had a special partnership with Darc once at Nunawading which was a buzz, always great to be out there fighting with Tooley against the fast bowlers and still waiting to bat with my favorite all time partner, James! (-Son)

Funniest moment at HCC: could go on and on; David Mann had several including his girlfriends both arriving to a game at the same time and introducing themselves to each other as Davids girlfriend, I thought I had some huge confrontations on the ground but none comparable to what occured off the ground that day!. David telling an opponent he left his baggy blue Dales cap on the pillow of an opposition player, his torn hamstring whilst fielding in a Shield final and the following tirade of language 10 meters from my unsuspecting parents, his turning of his back to a fast bowler and being "cannoned-into" on several occasions, Tooleys human ten pin bowling efforts, celebrations after several shield wins, hitting golf balls at HCC at 4am in the morning at houses and then going down to Ringwood golf course to retrieve some more in the Dam, The Dandy Dale Dash where at 12am Thursday night you had to screw up a newspaper like the olympic tourch, light it and run as far as you could around the ground till you burnt your hand, all done whilst being naked! I was batting in the nets one day and at the time I was a smoker, the ball hit my thigh pad, ignited my matches and proceeded to melt my nylon tracky pants to my leg! -the end of season trip to Barwon Heads at Herbie Hamers school camp, Ive never laughed so much for 3 days!

Darc, Peter Grierson & Tooley have continued to make me laugh for 35 years.........................I could write a book! (some might say I just did!)

Best HCC  cricketer seen: Boxy! I am bias but all wonderful qualities, John was before his time and a sensational Club alrounder in a tough era playing on mats, Michael a handy lefty, Stephen heads and shoulders above others with his leadership and opening batting ability, Greg an amazing impact player with bat & ball, Marty very underatted with the ball, Phil an incredible player, would still be a star now and Justin will probably go down in the archives as the clubs greatest player when his career is done! (PS hopefully James becomes a terrific player as well!)
